1. Roll Call – Valery Hanks
2. Vote to approve June minutes. 
a. Barb had one correction she will email Valery
b. Motion to approve – Morgan, 2nd – Brittany
3. New Business-- Cindy DeRuiter Blackwell
a. Be compliant day that was scheduled to be in Murfreesboro July 22, we have decided to cancel this.  This was going to be E&J, Suicide Prevention, and review of our Practice Act. Concerns regarding COVID and the size of the room. Only had 3 or 4 people signed up live and a number of people were asking if it would be available via live stream.  Given the same courses are going to be offered at conference which is only a few weeks after this was scheduled, made sense to cancel. Everyone has been contacted.
b. PAMS courses
i. Lebanon course got pushed back and is going to be a blended model with lectures on-line and 1 day in person lab in August
ii. Will do the same thing for course in Northeast district in October
c. Update on what TNOTA is doing to be more culturally responsive and make sure we are actively listening to and promoting all of our diverse OT practitioners and students.  Having a session scheduled for conference on examining our own cultural humility as OT’s. Whitney is also working with advocacy committee to come up with some action steps and someone from the advocacy committee attending this session. Discussed suggestions that were made last month, any other suggestions or questions. Morgan said that the student section of the website has been updated and includes information provided by Stephanie Lancaster and COTAD. Can email Cindy ideas. She really wants us to take action and keep this on the forefront to continue and address.
4. Conference Update: Brittany Work
a. Valery and Brittany met yesterday and completed the schedule. Total 4 adult sessions, 5 peds sessions, and 11 posters. This does not include the pre-conference or the keynote. So we should be able to offer a bundle for both adult and pediatric tract.
b. Registration opens August 8th
c. We will need some moderators, once the schedule is finalized, we will send it out to ask board to help moderating courses. 
d. Student track is all set and ready to go. 
e. We will be confirming the schedule with the speakers and this will finalize the schedule, it will be available at registration. 
f. Need to get Amanda and Channing together to work on the student scholarship applications. 
5. Treasury Report—Channing Rogers
a. June income $3.192.64, majority of that came from continuing education. June Expenses $1900.37 with lobbyist fee coming out. Net income for June $1,292.17
b. YTD 2020 -$2,113.70 compared to YTD 2019 -$1499.63 
6. Legislative Report—Erika Thomas
a. Governor has extended the executive order for telehealth until August 29th
b. Still waiting to hear when General Assembly is going to hold special session, the Governor has given a couple of media briefings, but he hasn’t said a lot about exact date. Says the legislature is negotiating, assuming they are trying to reach an agreement on the Liability Protection Bill and potentially Telehealth. 
c. Looking for the special session to be held after the August 6th election
d. Cindy asked about reaching out to state senators regarding the telehealth bill, Erika responded yes. She doesn’t think need to worry about the House but should keep contacting the Senators regarding the importance of 0this telehealth bill. 
e. Cindy will get another email out to membership with template to send to Senate
7. Membership Report--Evan Pendygraft
a. First yr. OT’s – 32, up 3 from 27 last yr. 
b. First yr. OTA’s – 22, up 1 from 21 last yr. 
c. OT’s – 186, up 38 from 148 last yr.
d. OTA’s – 66, up 6 from 60 last yr. 
e. Retired – 3, up 2 from 1 last yr.
f. Students – 284, up 10 from 274 last yr.
g. Total – 598 members vs 534 a year ago
h. Cindy applauded the district chairs for putting together quality speakers and building our online catalog, that is going to help membership
i. Evan congratulated the board on all the social media activity, people are seeing what is going on behind the scenes and it is making a difference
8.  Communications and Social Media—Meagan Oslund
a. Gigi will send out reminder that submission for newsletter is due July 26th
b. Social media is going well
c. Gwen may be reaching out to Cindy to discuss how the emails are being sent out and responded to, apparently there has been some confusion. Wants to talk about how to work this out. 
9. Continuing Education—Elise Foust
a. She has been working on a streamlined version of speaker certificates. In the past we have a letter that we send out to the district chairs, they would send to speakers, ended up making that into a certificate. With conference coming up, plan is to get the certificates out to the speakers prior to conference so there is not so much to do after conference. 
10. Student Involvement--Morgan Webb
