By the end of May, each facilitator will send summary of the focus of SIS to communications team to put together in an announcement to membership. Idea is to have forums up on the website, down the line have SIS specific CEU opportunities.  Could make it mandatory to complete interest upon registration/renewal. People with existing special interests on their profiles. Evan says can search for this now.
