INSURANCES ARE TYPICALLY 20% OF MEDICARE-
APPROVED COST FOR OUTPATIENT CARE

o THERE IS NO CAP ON WHAT YOU SPEND ON
HEALTHCARE

e NOLABEFEES

Medicare Advantage Plan

o« PREMIUM MAY BE $0, BUT YOU MAY HAVE TO PAY
OUT OF POCKET IF YOUR DOCTOR IS OUT OF
NETWORK

o AREFERRAL IS NEEDED FOR A SPECIALIST

e SOMETIMES VISION, DENTAL, AND HEARING
SERVICES ARE COVERED UNDER PLANS OF THIS
NATURE

o MEDICAL TREATMENT OFTEN CONTAINED TO A
CERTAIN GEOGRAPHIC AREA

e PLANSHAVE A YEARLY OUT-OF-POCKET LIMIT,
WHICH IS COSTLY. HOWEVER, THE PLAN COVERS
THE COST OF YOUR CARE AFTER LIMIT ISREACHED

e PRE-AUTHORIZATIONS REQUIRED TO RECEIVE
SOME HEALTH SERVICES
